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Low Permeability Unit Score Part1:

Connection with Surficial Low
Permeability Units

If a surface water feature is entirely

surrounded by a low permeability unit
and the unit extends at least 10 feet
below the bottom of the surface water
feature three points are applied to the
LPU score

Low Permeability Unit Score Part 2 :
Thickness Score

The cumulative saturated thickness of low
permeability units is evaluated. For every 10
feet of cumulative saturated thickness within
an analysis extent of 2,000 meters around
each feature 1 point is applied to the LPU
score. If anywhere in the analysis extent the
cumulative thickness is less than 10 feet, zero
point are applied to the LPU score. The
maximum score is 10 points (equivalent to
100 feet of low permeability sediments)
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Confining Unit Scoring Script Part 3:
Shallow Bedrock Confining Units

Where the Decorah Shale,
Cummingsville Formation, Platteville
Formation, and Glenwood Formation
are present within an analysis extent
of 2,000 meters around each surface
water feature, 3 points are applied to
the LPU score.
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
