WHEREAS only a limited amount of grant funding is available through the Metropolitan Council’s Livable Communities Demonstration Account during each funding cycle and the Metropolitan Council has determined it is appropriate to allocate those scarce grant funds only to eligible projects that would not occur without the availability of Demonstration Account grant funding; and

WHEREAS cities may submit grant applications for up to six projects during each funding cycle for LCDA Development Grants and Pre-Development Grants combined, but, using the cities’ own internal ranking processes, must rank their projects by priority so the Metropolitan Council may consider those priority rankings as it reviews applications and makes grant awards.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that, after appropriate examination and consideration, the governing body of the City:

Finds that it is in the best interests of the City’s development goals and priorities for the proposed projects to occur at these particular sites at this particular time.

1. Finds that the project components for which Livable Communities Demonstration Account funding is sought:

(a) will not occur solely through private or other public investment within the reasonably foreseeable future; and

(b) will occur within the term of the grant award (two years for Pre-Development grants, and three years for Development grants) only if Livable Communities Demonstration Account funding is made available for these projects at this time.

2. Ranks the project funding applications, according to the City’s own internal priorities, in the following order: (List both Development and Pre-Development Grant applications here; the total number of Development and Pre-Development grant applications from the City or located in the City cannot exceed six):
